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Foreword

The year of 2015 has witnessed recovery and adjustment of world economy after the international financial crisis. Developed
economies get recovered slowly and play a far weaker role in driving the world economy; while emerging markets and developing
countries are faced with an arduous restructuring task with prominent instability and uncertainty. On the whole, world economy is
featured by insufficient upside momentum and obvious downside risks. In the face of slow recovery of world economy and pressure
of economic downturn at home, the Chinese Government has successively issued a series of policies and measures to stabilize
growth, promote reform, adjust the structure, benefit the people and prevent risks, enhanced and innovated macro control, which
effectively hedge against downside risks and result in more positive factors for economic growth, so that China’s economy presents
generally a slow yet good development momentum characterized by stable operation with progress. China’s exhibition industry,
as an important platform for constructing modern market system and open economic system, should accelerate its sustainable and
healthy development, so as to vigorously help development of China from a major exhibition country to an exhibition power and
exert a better influence on national economy.

China Council for the Promotion of International Trade (CCPIT) has held and participated in economic and trade exhibitions across
the world since more than 60 years ago. Since the implementation of the reform and opening-up policy, especially China’s accession
to WTO, CCPIT has made full use of its advantages to provide management and services for comprehensive, coordinated and
sustainable development of China’s exhibition economy, establish an effective platform of international exchange and economic
and trade cooperation for a wide range of exhibition organizers and exhibitors, and make positive contributions to prosperous
development of China’s exhibition industry.

CCPIT started to edit and publish China’s Fairs and Exhibitions in 1995 and China Exhibition Annuals in 1999. Since 2004, we
have organized experts in exhibition industry to work on the Annual Report on China’s Exhibition Industry based on a lot of surveys
and analyses. In 2005, CCPIT, together with The Global Association of the Exhibition Industry (UFI), International Association of
Exhibitions and Events (IAEE) and Society of Independent Show Organizers (SISO), founded China Expo Forum for International
Cooperation (CEFCO) and issued the Annual Report on China’s Exhibition Industry 2004 on the Forum for the first time. These
publications provide reliable information and valuable reference for decision-making by Chinese government sectors, chambers of
commerce and societies, exhibition industry, foreign trade enterprises, as well as foreign businesses and enterprises, and contribute to
further legalization, marketization, industrialization and internationalization of China’s exhibition industry.

Data is essential to exhibition management, services, decision-making and innovation, and serves as the solid foundation of authority
and credibility of public services. CCPIT has accumulated a large amount of data and information on exhibitions, venues and
exhibitors through exhibiting activities and professional publishing for years. Since 2012, we have accelerated information-oriented
construction of exhibition, promoted exhibition information gathering system in CCPIT sub-councils and local branches across the
country, managed and analyzed exhibition data gathered from the system, edited and published professional publications on CCPIT
series exhibitions according to the database, made annual reviews and outlooks of China’s exhibition industry, and built networked
and digitized information sharing platforms. CCPIT is taking firm steps toward the big data age of exhibition industry.

We really hope that these professional publications and website can provide more valuable reference and help for
departmentsconcerned to manage exhibitions, public authorities to serve exhibitions, industry association to organize exhibitions and
enterprisesto participate in exhibitions. We also expect that all parties can set up a bridge for benign interaction on the platform of
exhibitions,greet opportunities and challenges in exhibition industry together on the basis of win-win cooperation and boost stable

and healthyeconomic growth.

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Chapter |
A Review and Outlook of China’s Exhibition Industry in 2015

China’s economy is exposed to dual influences, i.e., continuous deterioration of international environment and
deepening of domestic reform and development, in 2015.

Internationally, global economic recovery obviously slows down, with its growth rate decreasing to the lower level
since 2009. Developed countries are witnessing slow productivity growth, insufficient investment demand, lack
of firm confidence in financial market and weaker economic recovery than expected. Emerging economies and
developing countries are experiencing sluggish domestic demands, shrinking exports, capital flight and further
slowdown of economic growth. Domestically, in 2015, China’s economy is slow but stable with progress, which
has conditions to maintain a medium-to high-speed growth rate of about 7%, but is still undergoing “de-capacity,
de-stocking and de-leverage”, resulting in efficiency of economic operation not improved yet and great downward
pressure.

Operating status and development trend of China’s exhibition industry, as an important part of modern service
industry, is closely related to national economic transformation and, more importantly, significant to innovative-
driven transformation of national economy.

Based on the major events of China’s exhibition industry in 2015 and relevant first-hand research information, this

chapter makes a brief review and forecast of the overall operation status of China’s exhibition industry in 2015.

I. Macro Development Trend of China’s Exhibition Industry

China’s exhibition market presents the following five characteristics at the macro level in 2015:

1. The total volume of domestic exhibition market grows against the trend

China’s exhibition industry has obtained rapid growth again since it was shortly adjusted in 2014. Incomplete
statistics show that China has 3,168 exhibitions in 2015, which cover a total area of about 89 million m* and include
2,612 economic and trade exhibitions, representing an approximately 7.8% increase than in 2014 and covering a
total area of around 78.74 million m®, an approximately 10.8% increase than in 2014. 74% of exhibition cities above
designated size see increase in exhibition area, especially in major exhibition cities in economically developed areas.
The overall scale of exhibitions continues to increase at a rate of 1.2% only, indicating evidently slower growth and
that “intensive” development gradually becomes the “new normal” in exhibition industry.

In terms of distribution of specialties, exhibitions on building materials, glasses, jewelry & watch, ship and port
facilities, stone and mining equipment present a downside while those on household appliances & lighting, food,
beverage, tobacco and liquor, tools and articles for women and children, electronics and automation, leisure, fashion

and art as well as medicine and health care show an uptrend.
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2. Overseas exhibition market shrinks its scale

China’s foreign trade development has met great difficulties in 2015, manifesting as larger downward pressure
on export and a comparatively large decrease in import. Overseas exhibition market is significantly impacted and
shrinks in overall scale, resulting in slowdown of holding exhibitions in emerging markets but further increase in
quantity and quality of self-organized exhibitions.

As of October 31st, 94 exhibition organizers throughout the country have carried out 1,385 projects in 62 countries.
Compared with in 2014, China has witnessed an 11.3% decrease in the number of exhibition organizers, a 4.6%
decrease in the number of exhibiting countries and a 4.3% decrease in the number of projects, including 1,291
international fairs, representing a 5.6% decline, and 94 individual exhibitions (self-organized ones), representing a
19% increase. Exhibitions throughout the year cover a total area of 639,000 m’, a 9.6% decrease, and are participated

by 46,000 enterprises, a 2.3% decline.

3. Government strengthens guidance for transformation and upgrading of exhibition industry

The year of 2015 is crucial for transformation development of exhibition industry. In April, the State Council issued
Several Opinions on Further Promoting Reform and Development of Exhibition Industry, followed by provinces
such as Fujian, Hubei and Heilongjiang in succession introducing relevant policy implementation documents. In
October, Ministry of Commerce led to establish the inter-ministerial joint conference system for promoting reform
and development of exhibition industry, showing that exhibition industry, as an essential part of modern service
industry, is becoming an important grasp on mode transfer and restructuring by governments at all levels.

Ministry of Finance has issued the Notice on Reform of Financial Support for Disconnection of Industry Associations
and Chambers of Commerce (Trial) to gradually reduce and finally cancel direct financial allocations for national
industry associations and chambers of commerce, support the development of industry associations and chambers
of commerce by buying services and encourage accelerated disconnection of industry associations and chambers
of commerce. Under the guidance of this policy, industry associations, chambers of commerce and societies, as

important exhibition organizing forces in China, also begin to accelerate transformation of their functions.

4. Information technology becomes an important means to promote exhibition development

In 2015, China’s exhibition industry has undergone significant development. There has been a remarkable increase
in the number of official websites, micro-blogs and WeChat accounts of exhibitions, with common application of
public accounts, APP and other new technologies. Besides, exhibition information platform construction becomes
the new direction of information-oriented development while national exhibition information platform, local
exhibition information platforms and exhibition information trade platform independently developed by enterprises
become three carriages for promoting the development of exhibition information platform development, which lay a
solid foundation for holding online virtual exhibitions and promoting application of new technologies such as cloud
computing, big data, Internet of Things and mobile internet in exhibition industry in the future. Mutual promotion
and coordinated development of the exhibition industry and new Internet technologies are becoming new features of

China’s exhibition market.
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5. Venue construction continuously picks up

Incomplete statistics show that there are 136 professional exhibition centers that cover an indoor rentable area of
more than 5,000 m* and can accommodate two or more economic and trade exhibitions across China in 2015, eight
ones more than in 2014; the total indoor rentable area reaches about 6.47 million m’ an increase of about 620,000
m’ compared with 2014,

A large number of exhibition centers featured by large construction scale, high design specification and new
construction idea have been completed and put into use in 2015, actively promoting the development of local
exhibition economy, for example, National Convention and Exhibition Center that covers an area of 400,000 m’ in
Shanghai, Kunming Dianchi International Convention and Exhibition Center that covers an area of 300,000 m” in
Yunnan, Zhuhai International Conference and Exhibition Center that covers an area of 30,000 m® in Guangdong,
China Asia Conference and Exhibition Center that covers 140,000 m’, etc.

With continuous growth of venue construction, however, the hidden worry of insufficient utilization of exhibition
facilities rises gradually. According to statistics, up to half of exhibition centers host a total show area of less than
200,000 m* and 44% of exhibition centers witness a rate of occupancy below 10% in 2015, indicating Serious excess

of China’s exhibition venue construction.

I1. Outlook of Chinese Exhibition Industry in 2016

China’s exhibition industry will be faced with many uncertainties in 2016. Seen from the perspective of international
economic environment, it is widely believed by major institutes that the world economy in 2016 will be slightly
stronger than in this year. According to the latest forecasts by International Monetary Fund (IMF), in 2016, global
economy will grow at the rate of 3.1%; the proportion of countries with a stable outlook according to Moody’s rating
will decline on a link-relative basis while that of countries with a negative outlook according to Moody’s rating has
risen. The tends of weak global demand as well as interest rate, oil price and bulks price remaining low will keep
unchanged in the short run.

Seen from the perspective of domestic economic environment, as labor force population decreases and the
proportion of aging population increases, China will gradually transform from a producers’ society to consumers’
society, with economic growth possibly continuing to slow down and economic structure suffering adjustments
such as lower investment rate, higher consumption rate, decrease in proportion of industry and rise in proportion of
service industry. It is estimated that the government will determinedly pursue the strategy of “reform of supply side”
and intensify de-stocking and de-capacity, so that throes of traditional industries will continue to increase while

reform and innovation will become new drives for China’s economic growth.

1. China’s exhibition industry will accelerate its restructuring, with innovation playing a leading role in
transformation and upgrading

The year of 2016 will be important for transformation of China’s exhibition industry to specialization and market
orientation. It is estimated that exhibition market for industries with comparatively large pressure on “de-stocking

and de-capacity”, e.g., building materials, rolled steel and other infrastructure industries, steel, coal and other energy
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industries, heavy chemical industry and some industries related to manufacturing and export orientation, will be
subject to more intense competition. Innovation of exhibition projects in service industry and emerging industries

will have a tremendous space for growth.

2. Industry association is undergoing reformative development and promotes optimization and reorganization
through capital operation

With the introduction of relevant documents for promoting the development of exhibition industry by the State
Council and the establishment of inter-ministerial joint conference for exhibition industry, the foundation of national
association of the exhibition industry that is highly authoritative and covers extensive fields and a wide scope will
become an important push for healthy development of national exhibition industry.

With the disconnection of industry associations and chambers of commerce with government agencies, exhibition
organizer market will be faced with further integration. It is estimated that some chambers of commerce and societies
will participate in market competition by adjusting their institutional framework, registering entity enterprises as
well as selling and transferring exhibition management right.

In terms of capital operation, some private and foreign exhibition companies are pioneers in acquisition and mergers
of exhibitions. As the State Council has issued the Opinions on State-owned Enterprises Developing Mixed-
ownership Economy, it is estimated that more state-owned enterprises and capital will participate in merging and
reorganization of exhibitions as well as construction and operation of exhibition venues via capital market in future,

thus further boosting marketization of exhibition industry.

3. Internet+ becomes a driving force for innovative development of exhibition industry

An exhibition involves high aggregation of goods, people, capital flow and information flow. As exhibitions are
featured by a large number of resources, short duration and complex structure of participants, it is impossible for
deep mining with traditional data processing methods. Mobile internet has rebuilt commercial value, changed
service boundary, improved service efficiency and quality, thus having become an important means to reform forms
of exhibition. It is estimated that China’s exhibition industry will accelerate reengineering of Internet processes
for operation mechanism and use big data to develop platform management and operation, so as to open up a new

situation for the development of exhibition industry.

4. Exhibition venues continue to increase in area and are faced with separation and integration

The year of 2016 will see a large number of exhibition venues being constructed or completed and put into use in
exhibition center cities, such as Shenzhen, Qingdao and Hangzhou, and traditionally second- and third-tier cities,
such as Changsha, Harbin and Xi’an. For instance, Shenzhen International Conference and Exhibition Center covers
an area of up to 500,000 m?, which will become the world’s largest exhibition center; new exhibition centers in
Qingdao and Hangzhou also cover an area of 180,000 m” and 150,000 m’.

Though the number of exhibition venues will continue to increase owing to investment inertia and support of local
government policies, the investment mode in which some cities promote exhibition venue construction through

real estate will be unsustainable in future under the situation of slowdown of real estate investment. More intense
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competition in exhibition market will accelerate centralization of the market. Exhibition centers in some second- and
third-tier cities will be transformed and upgraded in view of bottlenecks of exhibition market development. And with

completion and operation of a batch of new exhibition centers, some old and outmoded ones are also confronted
with upgrading and transformation.

Report on Domestic Exhibition Market

Preface

Offering a pool of information on the exhibition industry in 30 provinces & municipalities and 115cities in China, this

chapter is equipped with data collected from members under the umbrella of local trade promotion systems and domestic

media outlets in the country (internet and printed media) by Nov.30, 2015. As some organizers disseminate one exhibition

with different names to facilitate the exhibition solicitation, the Report conducts consolidated statistics to several similar

industry exhibitions of the same organizer held at the same time and place so as to more accurately reflect the quantity

scale of national exhibitions.

It depicted a comprehensive picture of the exhibition sector in China covering full information of the exhibitions and fairs

on trade, personnel recruitment and commodity sales held in major exhibition cities, the data of other genres of exhibitions

held in specialized exhibition venues and that of the exhibition venues and organizers. Comprehensive though it is, it

still fails to track the details of every genre of exhibition nationwide. “Nationwide” referred hereinafter only means the

According to incomplete statistics, a total of 3168
exhibitions were held across China in 2014 with
2834exhibitions taking an area of 79.62 million m2
calculated based on the data accessible which led to an
estimated area of 89 million m2 for national total. There
were 2612 economic and trade exhibitions which took up
82%; job fairs 300, 10%; commodity fairs 204, 6%; and 52
exhibitions of other genres such as art shows, celebrations
and events which accounted for 2% of the total.

As the key to local exhibition economy, economic and trade
exhibitions contribute the most to boosting local economy
and thus are better positioned to give an accurate picture of
the development of local exhibition market. Therefore the
statistic analysis hereinafter is only made on economic and
trade exhibitions and “exhibitions” referred to below are

only limited to economic and trade exhibitions.

Section I. Snapshot of Exhibition Market

Incomplete statistics shows that China held a total of 2612 exhibitions in 2015, up by 7.8% than 2014 and 27% than

2012. Based on the information collected for 2521 exhibitions on exhibition area which covers 76 million m’, the

overall exhibition area across China is estimated to be about 78.74 million m’, a growth of 10.8% than 2014 and

31% than 2012. After a short-lived adjustment in 2014, China’s exhibition market witnessed fairly fast growth once

again in 2015 with anational average price for standard exhibition booth 0f8726yuan, equal that of 2014, but up by 6%

than 2012.

1.1 Geographical Distribution of Exhibitions

In 2015, East China held a total of 900 exhibitions,
taking the lead in domestic exhibitions as it occupies
39% in quantity. North China ranks second with 470
exhibitions, taking about 17% of national share. South
China ranks third with 387 exhibitions, or about 15%
of the total.

In terms of the increment of exhibition quantity,
each region witnesses a growth in 2015 than 2014,

reflecting the overall increase trend of national

exhibition market. Among which, North China is the area of the biggest growth across China in 2015 with an

increase of 50 exhibitions than that of 2014; In addition, there is an increase of 44 and 36 exhibitions respectively

in East China and Central China, rank the second and third. Comparatively speaking, Northeast China has a slow

growth in such aspect.

In terms of the area of economic and trade exhibitions, East China ranks first with an area of 28.42 million

m’, occupying 37% of the total area of domestic exhibitions; South China ranks second with 16.10 million m’,

According to incomplete statistics, in 2015, 7 provinces & municipalities including Shanghai, Guangdong, Beijing,
Zhejiang, Shandong, Jiangsu and Liaoning held more than 100 exhibitions each and 1594 in total which took up
61% of national share; Henan province held more than 100 exhibitions for the first time since 2012. 15 provinces
&municipalities helda total of 852 exhibitions with 30-100 for each of them, taking 33% of national total and 8
provinces held less than 30 each with166in total or 6% of national share.

According to statistics, there are 25 provinces and municipalities that witness positive growth of exhibition quantities
in 2015, 3 provinces and municipalities remain unchanged, while 2 register a declining trend, which shows an
overall growth trend in exhibition areas across the nation. Provinces including Hubei, Guangdong, Jiangsu, Sichuan,
Beijing, Shanghai and Henan have greater growth while provinces like Liaoning and Shandong encountered some

decreases.

million m’of exhibition areas for the first
time since 2012 with a total of 3.45 and
3.44 million m* respectively. The above
6 provinces & municipalities enjoyed
a sum 0f49.55 million m’, taking65%
of the national total. 11 provinces and
municipalities had an exhibition area of
1-3 million m’® each and19.77 million
m’in total or 26% of national share; 13 an
exhibition area of less than 1 million m*
each,7.27 million m’in n total or 10% of
national share.

According to statistics, 24 provinces and
municipalities realize positive growth in
exhibition area in 2015, among which,
Shanghai and Guangdong as the only
2 provinces and municipalities with an
total exhibition area more than 1 million
m’ register an increase of 1.95 million m’
and 1.57 million m’ respectively. Jiangsu
and Fujian enjoy a greater increase of
0.85 million m* and 0.83 million m’.
What’s noteworthy is that among the
13 provinces and municipalities with
less than 1 million m*, Guangxi, Inner
Mongolia, Hunan and Shanxi enjoy
an increase of more than 0.1 million
m’, with an average increase of 24%,
which shows a speeding up trend for the

backward markets.

In terms of quantity, Shanghai topped the nation with 382 exhibitions in 2015 which accounted for 15% of national

total. Beijing comes at the second with 280 exhibitions or 11% of national total and Guangzhou the third with 197 or
8% exhibitions. Shenzhen and Wuhan rank the fourth and fifth with 100 and 98 exhibitions respectively.

Incomplete statistics shows that 14 cities held more than 50 exhibitions each in 2015 with a total of 1671exhibitions

or 64% of the national total, an increase of 2 cities than 2014.
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This report presents a pool of exhibition
information about 107 cities of China
in 2015, and the comparable data of 88
cities can be accessed.A comparison
with the data in 2015 reveals that
among 46 cities withan increase of
over 10 exhibition events, 31 of them
realize the increase in exhibition
quantity, accounting for about two
thirds of all the domestic exhibition
cities.While among 14 cities with more
than 50exhibition events in total, 11 of
them realize an increase in exhibition
quantity, with a total increase of 108
exhibition events, accounting for
80% of the total increase. Statistics
also show a growing trend of overall
domestic exhibition market, especially
major exhibition cities.

In view of the exhibition area, 9
cities held exhibitions with an area of
more than 2 million m?, an increase
of 4 cities compared with 2014. The
total exhibition area of Guangzhou
exceeded 10 million for the first time
with Wuhan, Zhengzhou, Jinan and
Tianjin hitting more than 2 million for
the first time, showcasing a fast upward
development trend of key exhibition
cities in China. In 2015, Shanghai
ranked No. 1 with 13.98 million m* of
exhibition area or 18% of national total,
followed by Guangzhou, 10.41 million
m’, 14% of national total and Beijing,
7.53 million m’, 10%. Shenzhen came
at the fourth by taking 5% of national
market share with 3.52 million m”.

According to incomplete statistics, the
two genres of exhibitions with areas of
10,000-30,000 m” and less than 10,000
m’ were the main genres of exhibitions
in China, respectively with 1208 and
686 exhibitions, occupying 48% and
27% in total.

A comparison of the data of 2014
reveals that the number of exhibitions
covering less than 10,000 m” decreases
by 24 in 2015, and that of any other
exhibition scale present a trend of
increase, among which, those covering
10,000-30,000 m* increase by 185,
accounting for 75% of the national
total. Those covering 30,000-50,000
m* and 50,000-100,000 m* have a
significant increase. Statistics indicate
that exhibitions in 2015 witness the
expansion in overall scale, among
which the number of small-scale
exhibitions covering less than 10,000
m’ is decreased while that of small
and middle-size exhibitions covering
10,000-30,000 m” is increased.

In terms of total exhibition area, the
total area of the exhibitions with an
exhibition area 0f10,000-30,000 m” is
23.76 million m®, occupying 31% of
the known exhibitions; thosewith an
exhibition area of more than 100,000
m’ is about 22.17 million m’, taking up
29% of the known total. The two are the
major genres of exhibition in China in
terms of the exhibition area.

According to statistics, the average exhibition scale of 2 cities exceeds 50,000 m” for the first time, that is Guangzhou
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and Dongguan; that of 6 cities is 30,000 m*-50,000 m’, that is, Xiamen, Shenzhen, Shanghai, Qingdao, Tianjin and
Chengdu; and that of 12 cities is 25,000 m>-30,000 m’, that is, Xi’an, Chongqing, Changchun and Wuhan, etc..

A comparison of data of 2014 reveals that 16 of 33 exhibition cities with certain scale witness an increase of average
exhibition area, while the rest 17 suffer a decrease. And 8 of 10 exhibition cities with the biggest average exhibition
areas enjoy an increase in the average exhibition areas.

A further comparison of the historical data of 1,670 exhibitions revels that 608 exhibitions took larger exhibition
areas in 2015, 84 less than that of 2014;exhibitions with increased exhibition areas account for 36% of all the
statistical samples, approximately 6% less than that of 2014. The statistics indicate that Chinese exhibition market
scale has slowed down its pace of expansion, and “intensive pattern” of development has become the “new normal”

for the exhibition industry.

Longitudinal direction in the figure reflects the difference in quantity of various sectors and the bubble size represents
the area scale. We can learn that despite approximate quantity, heavy industry exhibitions have larger total area than
services exhibitions. This is also the case of special exhibitions and agriculture exhibitions.

According to statistics, there are 15 more light industry exhibitions in 2015 with the total area increased by about 3.8
million m>. It is the sector with the biggest increase in exhibition area. The total number and area of exhibitions on
service and heavy industry respectively increase 54 and 51, 2.35 million m’and 1.32 million m’. They are the sectors
with the biggest increase in exhibition quantity. There are 16 more special exhibitions in 2015, increased by about 20%,
with the total area of exhibition increased by about 0.4 million m’. It is the sector with the biggest increase in exhibition
quantity. However, agricultural exhibition fails to keep its growth trend of about 1 million m* each year since 2012.
Although there are 7 more agricultural exhibitions, the exhibition areas reduce about 0.68 million m’. It is the only
sector suffered a decrease in total area of exhibition.

Light industry exhibitions can be divided into 28 industry segments. By the number, there staged 258 exhibitions

than 2014. Nevertheless, its growth has
been slowed down. It is the biggest category
for exhibition quantity, followed by 108
exhibitions on “glasses/jewellery/horologe”.
Although there are 27 exhibitions less than
2014, failing to keep its rapid growth trend
since 2012, it still ranks in the second place
among all industrial categories.In 2015 there
are 79 exhibitions on “building materials”,
12 less than 2014. Although it continues
the downward trend since 2012 and the
decrease rate is accelerated, it still ranks the
third among all industrial categories.

A comparison of the data of 2014 reveals
that 12 of 28 light industry segments
witness an increase in exhibition quantity
and another 16 a decrease; among which,
the number of exhibitions on household
appliance and illumination increase by
19 in 2015, as the light industry segment
with the largest increase in quantity; that
of exhibitions on food/drinks/tobacco/
wine increase by 16, enjoying the second
largest increase in quantity; and that of
exhibitions on toy/maternity & child
articles and consumer goods respectively
increase by 14, both enjoying the third
largest increase in quantity. However, the
number of exhibitions on glass/jewellery/
horologe decrease by 27 in 2015, as the light
industry segment with the largest decrease
in quantity; that of exhibitions on building
materials decrease by 12, seeing the second
largest decrease in quantity; and that of
exhibition on hairdressing/beauty decrease
by 11, seeing the third largest decrease in

quantity.

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From exhibition area, the total area of
exhibitions on food/drinks/tobacco/wine is
about 5.77 million m® in 2015, increased
by 0.84 million m* than in 2014. In spite
of a slowdown in growth, it has been the
sector with the largest total exhibition
area among light industry segments for
two consecutive years. The total area of
exhibitions on furniture/woodworking/
machinery is approximately 4.08 million
m’, witnessing an increase after a decrease
in 2014. Nevertheless, it fails to reach
the level of 2013, ranking the second in
terms of exhibition area. The total area
of exhibitions on building materials is
approximately 3.2 million m’, 0.36 million
m’ less than 2014 and ranking the third in
terms of exhibition area.

A comparison of the data of 2014 reveals
that 15 of 28 light industry segments
witness an increase and another 13 a
decrease; among which, the area of
exhibitions on textile industry increase
by 0.97 million m” in 2015, as the light
industry segment with the largest increase
in exhibition area; that of exhibitions on
food/drinks/tobacco/wine increase by 84
million m*, enjoying the second largest
increase in exhibition area; and exhibitions
on household appliances and illumination
increase by 0.81 million m’, enjoying
the third largest increase in exhibition
area. However, the area of exhibitions
on gifts and householdarticles decrease
by 0.39 million m” in 2015, as the light
industry segment with the largest decrease
in exhibition area; that of exhibitions

on building materials decrease by 0.36

The report pools the price information
of 1,986 exhibitions. According to
incomplete statistics, in 2015, the average
price for national standard exhibition
booth reversed the downturn trend with
8,680 yuan, a growth of 36 yuan more or
up by 0.4% than 2014.

According to incomplete statistics, among
all the provinces and municipalities,
Shanghai, Beijing and Guangdong
witnessed an average price of standard
exhibition booth exceeding 10,000 yuan in
2015; that in Tianjin, Xinjiang, Sichuan,
Chongqing and other 8 provinces and
municipalities is between 7,000 and
10,000 yuan; and that in 17 provinces and
municipalities is 5,000 and 6,000 yuan,
enjoying the highest proportion.

1.7 Innovation and Continuation of Exhibitions

Innovation and continuation of exhibitions serve as an important perspective from which vitality and sustainability
of exhibition market are observed. On the one hand, new exhibitions springing up constantly inject new vitality to
exhibition market; one the other hand, whether existing exhibitions are sustainable becomes a significant symbol
of whether exhibition projects meet market expectation, whether these exhibitions satisfy customer demands and
whether sustainable development of exhibition market can be guaranteed. Meanwhile, exhibition organizers attach
increasing importance to exhibition brand construction, establishing clear brand images by holding exhibitions
with fixed names, at fixed times and places, strengthening network propaganda, valuing dissemination of historical
exhibition information, so as to create better exhibiting experience for exhibitors and visitors.

According to incomplete statistics, in 2015, a total of 1,824 exhibitions have provided information on how many
times that each of these exhibitions have been held, accounting for approximately 70% of the total. Among them,

862 have continued for more than ten years, accounting for approximately 33% of the total; 475 have continued for
5-9 years, accounting for approximately

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1.8 Internet Application of Exhibitions

As China’s economy steps into the “new normal”, its exhibition industry is subject to the new development stage of
“mode transformation and restructuring”. Several Opinions of the State Council on Further Promoting the Reform
and Development of Exhibition Industry proposed to accelerate the process of informatization, guide enterprises to
employ modern information technology, carry out service innovation, management innovation, market innovation
and business mode innovation, and develop new types of exhibition. In 2015, mutual promotion and synergetic
development of exhibition industry and new internet technologies become new features of the development of
China’s exhibition industry.

Internet technology of China’s exhibition industry has undergone three stages such as “network”— “we media”—
“platform APP”. In early days of Internet application in exhibition industry, businesses in exhibition industry
developed on-line exhibition platforms by establishing official websites for enterprises and exhibition projects to
carry out presentation of enterprise images, propaganda of exhibition projects, release of relevant information, etc.
According to statistics that since 2013, the proportion of exhibitions in Mainland China that have official websites
has increased by year in a way that 1,636 exhibitions had official websites in 2013 while 1,954 have official websites

in 2015 in Mainland China, an approximately 20% increase.

2.3 Distribution of Newly Built Exhibition Venues

Exhibition venues are infrastructures for the development of exhibition industry and construction of exhibition
venues plays a role in promoting and facilitating the development of the industry.

According to incomplete statistics, the total area of exhibition venues that are newly built and formally put into use
in China in 2015 is about 1.07 million m®, among which National Exhibition and Convention Center (Shanghai)
covers an area of up to 400,000 m’, being the largest exhibition center in China, and Kunming Dianchi International

Convention & Exhibition Center covers an area of 300,000 m’, ranking the third throughout the country.

The exhibition venue investment boom since 2010 is continuing and, in the future, a large number of exhibition
venues will be brought to construction or completed and put into use. It is estimated that exhibition venues covering
a total area of over 1.2 million m* will be brought to construction or included in planning after 2016. These venues
include those in traditional exhibition center cities such as Shenzhen, e.g., Shenzhen International Convention &
Exhibition Center that will cover a planned exhibition area of 500,000 m’, Qingdao International Expo Center to be
built in 2016 that will cover an exhibition area of 180,000 m* and Hangzhou International Expo Center to be built
in 2016 that will cover an exhibition area of 150,000 m’; and also those in traditionally second- and third-tier cities,
e.g., Changsha International Convention & Exhibition Center to be built in 2016 that will cover a planned exhibition
area of 260,000 m’, Harbin International Agriculture Expo Center planned by Harbin, Xi’an Silk Road International
Convention & Exhibition Center planned by Xi’an, the new 40,000 m” venue in KunshanHuaqiao International Expo
Center, the new 40,000 m’Jinjiang International Convention & Exhibition Center, the new 40,000 m” South Lake

International Convention & Exhibition Center in Tangshan, etc.

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Under the new situation that China’s economy steps into de-stocking and de-capacity, however, the construction of
exhibition venues also tends to be subject to the same situation. With the slowdown of investment in real estate, the
investment mode in which the construction of exhibition venues is driven by real estate in some cities will become
unsustainable in the future. More intense competition in exhibition market results in accelerated centralization of the
market and exhibition venues in some second- and third-tier cities will be faced with transformation and upgrading
due to bottlenecks in development of exhibition market. As a number of new exhibition venues are built and put into
use, some old ones are to be upgraded and rebuilt. It can be forecast that China’s exhibition venues will usher in a

new turn of shuffling and layout adjustment in the future.

2.4 Scale Distribution

According to the classification criterion of UFI, 136 exhibition venues above are classified into 5,000 - 19,999 m’,

20,000 - 49,999 m* and 100,000 m’.

2.5 Market Overview-Exhibition Quantity

According to incomplete statistics, in 2015, China’s exhibition venue market held 2552 exhibitions with a total area
of 74.66 million m’.

In terms of the quantity of exhibitions,Shanghai New International Expo Center tops the nation with a total of 130
exhibition events in 2015, 30 more than 2014. China International Exhibition Center(Old Venue) ranks the second
with 102 exhibitions, 21 more than 2014, followed by China Import and Export Complex with 98 exhibitions, 19less
than 2014.

According to incomplete statistics, in 2015, 17 exhibition venues held more than 40 exhibitions, accounting for 12%
of total exhibition venues, totaling 1151 exhibitions and occupying 45% of the national total; 8 exhibition venues
with 30-40 exhibitions, accounting for 6% of the total of exhibition venues, totaling 255 exhibitions and occupying

10% of the national total; 23 exhibition venues with 20-30 exhibitions, accounting for 17% of the total of exhibition

Seen from another perspective, however, the
numbers of exhibition venues in three scales, with an exhibition area of more than 500,000 m> throughout the year,
have increased in varying degrees, of which the number of exhibition venues accounts for only 30% of the total but
total exhibition area occupies 77% of the total, implying a good development momentum of high-end key exhibition
venues.

To avoid errors caused by insufficient samples, this report didstatistical comparison of the 68 exhibition venues with
a total exhibition area of more than 200,000 m” in 2015 and staging exhibition events in 2014. Statistics shows that
of the 68 exhibition venues, 44 venues had larger exhibition areas in 2015than2014, accounting for about 65% of the
total samples; 23 venues present smaller areas, accounting for about 35%.

Further analysis shows that among the seven exhibition venues with an exhibition area of more than 2 million m” in
2015, five ones have undergone increase in total exhibition area over the previous year, accounting for 71% of the
market segment; the increased exhibition area totals 4,390,000 m’, representing a total increase of approximately
15%. Among the 12 exhibition venues with a total exhibition area of 1-2 million m* in 2015, ten ones have
undergone increase in total exhibition area over the previous year, accounting for 83% of the market segment; the
increased exhibition area totals about 1,230,000 m’, representing a total increase of approximately 7%. Among the

22 exhibition venues with a total exhibition area of 0.5-1 million m* in 2015, only 15 ones have undergone increase
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in total exhibition area over the previous year, accounting for 68% of the market segment; the increased exhibition

2.7 Operation Overview- Renting Rate
“Renting rate” is usually used to describe he operational condition of exhibition venues, and the formula to calculate
the “renting rate” is as follows:

As only economic and trade exhibitions are covered in the Report, the “renting rate” excludes other types of
exhibitions such as job fairs, commodity fairs, art shows, celebrations and events. Therefore, “renting rate”
hereinafter is only based on analysis made on exhibition distribution density of exhibition venues in terms of
economic and trade exhibitions instead of the actual picture of operation.

In terms of the renting rate in 2015, China National Convention Center is the highest reaching 72.34%, followed by
China International Exhibition Center(Old Venue), 61.56% and Qingdao International Convention and Exhibition
Center 55.95%. On the whole, 6 venues registeredover 50% of renting rate, 1 less than 2014, accounting for 4% of
the total exhibition venues; 15 venues had their renting rate between 30% and 50%, 1 less than 2014, accounting
for 11%; and 54 venues between 10% and 30%, 7 more than 2014, 40%; and 60 venues less than 10%, 2 more than
2014, 44%.

Data shows that China currently suffers generally low utilization rate of exhibition venues in a way that though
there are a large number of professional exhibition centers, they are in practice seldom used for economic and trade
exhibitions, which are subject to vacancy and left unused unless they are used for comparatively lower-order job
fairs, trade fairs and various festival celebrations and conferences. Nevertheless, it can be found upon comparison

of data on renting ratio of 115 exhibition venues in 2014 and 2015 that 80 exhibition venues get increased in renting
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ratio in 2015, accounting for 59%
of total samples.

venues, and all the price information are unified according to per square meter per day. The following information
about average rental price is collected from publicized data provided by exhibition venues instead of actual fees
occurred in real businesses; it is for reference purpose only.

Statistics show that the average rental of the domestic exhibition market in 2015 is 9.96 yuan, 0.03 yuan lower than
2014. Shanghai tops all the provinces and municipalities in terms of the average rent, reaching about 16.73 yuan,
followed by Yunnan, 16 yuan., Liaoning, 13.19 yuan. Generally speaking, of the 30 provinces and municipalities,
only Shanghai, Yunnan and Liaoning’s average rental price reaches over 13yuan while the rental price of 7 provinces
and municipalities including Beijing averages between 11 and 12yuan, 9-10yuan for 8 provinces including Gansu, 7-8
for 10yuan provinces and municipalities including Guangdong, and bellow 6yuan for 1 provinces including Ningxia.
According to incomplete statistics, of the 21 major domestic exhibition cities, 8 cities of Shanghai,Beijing, Dalian,
and Shenzhen charge average rental price of over 12yuan, 4 cities including Guangzhou charge 10-11yuan, and for 9
cities including Chongqing charge 7-9yuan.

This report pools the rental information of 107 exhibition venues. Comparative analysis of 66 of themhosting over
10 exhibitions in 2015 reveals that 10 venues hadan average rental price of over 14yuan, accounting for 15% of the

total; 12 venues over 12 --13yuan, 18%; 16 venues more than 10 -- 11yuan, 24%; 18 venues over 8--9 yuan, 27%;

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Section III. Overview of Exhibition Organizer Market

Incomplete statistics shows that China held a total of 2612 exhibitions in 2015. Based on the statistics accessible,
2191 of them, or 84% in total had information on 2047 exhibition organizers. Thereby, “exhibition organizer market”

hereinafter is only limited to the 2047 exhibition organizers in question and their 2191 exhibitions.

3.1 Regional Distributionof Exhibition Organizers

According to incomplete statistics, there are 2047 exhibition organizers nationwide in 2015 (193 more than that in
2014), with an increase rate of 10%. 2008 or 98% of them are from Chinese mainland.21 or 1% of them are from
Hong Kong, Macao and Taiwan, and 18 or 1% from foreign countries.

Among exhibition organizers from Mainland China, Beijing, Shanghai and Guangdong rank the top three with 433,

221 and 181 exhibition organizers, accounting for 21%, 11% and 9% of the national total respectively.

3.2 Nature Distribution

The exhibition organizers can be categorized into Party and government organizations, industrial associations,
foreign-funded enterprises and domestic enterprises based on their nature. Incomplete statistics shows that in 2015,
domestic enterprises, industrial associations, Party and government organizations and foreign-funded enterprises
(including foreign exhibition organizers, wholly foreign-owned enterprises and foreign joint ventures) rank the top
four organizers with 1326, 439, 142 and 78 exhibition organizers respectively, taking up 65%, 21%, 7% and 4% of
the national total,with 100 more, 132 more, 47 less and 1 less than that in 2014,

A comparison of data with that in 2014 shows that there is an increase in the total number of enterprises and industry
associations organizing exhibitions, but a decrease in the number of party and government organizations, indicating

that local governments at all levels and departments concerned are gradually exiting exhibition market and promote

total exhibition area of 1.68 million m2; CFTC Guangzhou Exhibition Company ranks the second with 1.64 million
m2and China Zhenwei Exhibition Group the third with 1.08 million m2. The following table showcases the domestic
organizations with more than 3 exhibitions covering over 300,000 million m2in 2015.

Among the foreign-funded exhibition organizers, Reed Exhibitions Group held 30 exhibitions in 2015, taking the
first place, followed by UBM Asia with 24 exhibitions and Messe Frankfurt Exhibition Co. with 20. In terms of the
exhibition area, UBM Asia took the lead with 1.55 million m2followed by Messe Frankfurt, 1.5 million and Reed
Exhibitions Group,1.23 million.

Industry associations, as the second largest exhibition organizers in China, are characterized in respect of exhibition
organization by single exhibiting industry, generally limited to the industry in their charge, and a limited number

of exhibitions, typically one to two exhibitions of relevant industry held by an association a year. Among them,

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3.4 Scale Distribution

The scale of exhibition organizers embodies
in such aspects as total exhibition quantity
and area, as well as cross-regional capacity
and cross-sectoral capacity.

In terms of the exhibition quantity, in 2015,
1615 exhibition organizers or 73% of
national total held only one exhibition event
each, 261 more than 2014 with a growth rate
of 19%; 3370r 15% of exhibition organizers
held 2 exhibitions each, 38 more than
2014 with an increase of 13%; 1760r 8%
of national organizers held 3-4 exhibitions
each,19 more with 12 % increase; 84or 4%
held 5 exhibitions each, an increase of 1
more organizer with 1 % increase.

In terms of the total exhibition area, in 2015,
1142 exhibition organizers nationwide held
exhibitions with a total area of less than
30,000 m2, 167 more than that in 2014, up
by 17%; 409 organizers held exhibitions
covering an area of 30,000-50,000 m2, 69
more or up by 20%;376 with an area of
50,000-100,000 m2, 80 more, up by 27%;
285 with an area of more than 100,000 m2,
42 more, up by 17%. Data show that on the
whole, the exhibition-hosting capacity of
the exhibition organizer market is not so
strong and most of the exhibition area is less
than 30,000 m”.

In terms of the capability in hosting
cross-regional exhibitions, in 2015, 2048
exhibition organizers nationwide (355 more
than that in 2014) held exhibitions in only
1 province, taking up 92% of the national
total; 129 (6 more than that in 2014) in 2
provinces, 6% of the national total; 38 (same

to that of 2014)in more than 2 provinces, 2%

of the national total. Statistics shows that
most of domestic exhibition organizers are
not equipped with the capability in hosting
cross-regional exhibition events.

With cross comparison in breakdown
industries, it’s learnt that 1778 exhibition
organizers nationwide (297 more than that of
2014) held exhibitions in only one industry
segment, accounting for 80% of the national
total; 277 of 13 % of the national total
(47 more than that of 2014) in 2 industry
segments; 75 or 3% (7less than that of
2014) in 3 industries; and 82or 4% (21more
than that of 2014) in more than 3 industry

the exhibition organizers nationwide held cross-sectoral exhibitions in 2015, down by 3 percentage points over 2014.

Generally speaking, the national exhibition organizer market in 2015 still presents the characteristics of small

exhibition scale, single exhibition-hosting capacity and obvious restrictions from regions and industries.
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Chapter lli
Overview of China’s Overseas Economic and Trade Exhibition
Market in 2015

Overseas exhibitions are an efficient approach of promoting enterprises to “go global”, increasing the
competitiveness and international market share of Chinese commodities and providing support for the development
of China’s foreign trade.

Based on the data regarding the overseas exhibition projects registered in the approval management system of China
Council for the Promotion of International Trade (CCPIT) and carried out by exhibition organizers as of October
31st, 2015, this part makes a statistical analysis of conditions of overseas exhibitions, such as scale, geographical
distribution, industrial distribution and performance of exhibition organizers, summarizes the development of
China’s overseas exhibition industry in 2015, thereby provides authoritative information resources for exhibition
industry and renders reference basis for relevant government sectors to enhance overall planning of the industry.
Data shows that the development of China’s overseas exhibition industry (hereinafter referred to as overseas

exhibition industry) in 2015 presents the following characteristics:

Section L. Overall scale declines

Development of overseas exhibition industry is closely linked to the international and domestic economic conditions.
In 2015, under the influence of multiple factors such as slowdown of world economic growth, shrinking of
international market demand, decline of bulks price and slowdown of investment demand at home due to structural
adjustment, China’s foreign trade development has encountered great difficulties, manifesting as larger downward
pressure on export and significant decrease in import. Overseas exhibition industry is obviously impacted, with its
overall scale declining (see Figure 1).

By October 31st, 94 exhibition organizers throughout the country have implemented 1,385 projects in 62 countries,
with an 11.3% decrease in the number of exhibition organizers, a 4.6% decrease in the number of countries and a 4.3%
decrease in the number of projects over the previous year, among which 1,291 were international fairs, reducing by
5.6% and 94 were individual exhibitions (self-organized exhibitions), increasing by 19%. The total exhibition area
throughout 2015 is 639,000 m2, decreasing by 9.6%; number of exhibitors is 46,000, 2.3% less than the previous

year.

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Section II. The momentum of holding exhibitions in emerging markets slows down

Since 2015, affected by factors such as lower bulks price, capital flight, turbulent financial market and geopolitical
conflict, emerging markets and developing countries have witnessed continuous slowdown of economic growth.
Accordingly, there has also been a slowdown in the trend of Chinese enterprises participating in exhibitions in
emerging markets: exhibition scale in Latin America & Caribbean area and Africa increase to some extent, but with
slight increase in the proportion; exhibition scale in Asia, Eastern Europe and Russia declines, with its proportion
also reducing; Western Europe and North America remain the target market with the largest exhibition scale (see
Fig.2).

Western Europe and North America. Western Europe and North America occupy a majority of top industrial
exhibitions in the world and are mature exhibition markets. Through years of participation in these exhibitions,
Chinese enterprises have accumulated quite a few valuable economic and trade resources, brand influence and
partnerships. As a consequence, despite the impact from emerging markets, the dominance of traditional European
and American markets in overseas exhibition industry will not be much different in the short run.

In 2015, overseas exhibition projects in the above-mentioned two destinations amount to 568, decreasing by 5.8%

over the previous year and accounting for 41% of the total, 0.3% less than in 2014; the total exhibition area is

287,000 m2, decreasing by 2.3% and accounting for 44.9%, an increase of 3.4%; and the number of exhibitors
exceeds 20,000, increasing by 1.7% and accounting for 45.3%, a 1.8% increase.

Latin America and Caribbean area. The region has witnessed continuous increase in the number of projects and
total exhibition area since international financial crisis broke out in 2008, which declined in 2014 but rise again in
2015, though at a lower rate.

In 2015, overseas exhibition projects in this region amount to 188, increasing by 5% and accounting for 13.6%, a 1.2%
increase; the total exhibition area is 63,000 m2, increasing by 6.8% and accounting for 9.8%, a 1.5% increase; and
the number of exhibitors exceeds 5,000, increasing by 3.5% and accounting for 11%, a 0.6% increase.

Africa. In 2014, affected by Ebola, exhibition scale in Africa remarkably shrank but rises again this year. Overseas
exhibition projects amount to 67, increasing by 9.8% over the previous year and accounting for 4.8%, a 0.8%
increase; the total exhibition area is over 30,000 m2, increasing by 33.4% and accounting for 4.8%, a 0.7% increase;
and the number of exhibitors is nearly 2,000, increasing by 5.8% and accounting for 4.2%, a 0.3% increase.

Owing to the unfavorable situation of slow economic growth and impaired confidence of consumers and investors
due to Ebola, however, exhibition participation in Africa is still not optimistic in 2015. Compared with 2013, this
year has seen a dramatic decline of the number of exhibition projects, exhibition area and the number of exhibitors
by 19.3%, 14.3% and 31%, respectively.

Asia. Asia is ranked only second to Europe and America in scale and level of conference and exhibition industry,
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with Japan, Singapore and United Arab Emirates being target markets where exhibition industry develops well. In
the context of sluggish global economy, Asia can not avoid neither and is faced with pressure in such aspects as slow
trade growth, currency devaluation, turbulent stock market and economic slowdown. Accordingly, exhibition scale
in Asia shrinks to some extent.

In 2015, overseas exhibition projects in this region amount to 382, decreasing by 1.3% and accounting for 27.6%,
a 0.9% decline; the total exhibition area is 187,000 m2, decreasing by 23.8% and accounting for 29.2%, a 5.5%
decline; and the number of exhibitors is 13,000, decreasing by 8% and accounting for 27.5%, a 1.7% decline.
Eastern Europe and Russia. Under pressures from lower oil price, depreciation of ruble and sanctions by America
and Europe, Russia is suffering continuously worsening economic stagflation, with a remarkable decrease in
exhibition scale in Eastern Europe and Russia.

In 2015, overseas exhibition projects in this region amount to 159, decreasing by 19.7% and accounting for 11.5%, a
2.2% decline; the total exhibition area is 62,000 m2, decreasing by 21.6% and accounting for 9.7%, a 1.5% decline;
and the number of exhibitors exceeds 4,700, decreasing by 15% and accounting for 10.1%, a 1.5% decline.

Seen from the country perspective, top ten countries in respect of quantity of projects in 2015 include the US,
Germany, Russia, Brazil, United Arab Emirates, India, Turkey, France, Italy and Mexico. Chinese exhibitions held
in the foregoing countries and regions account for 70.4% of the total throughout the year, with total exhibition area
accounting for 68.9% and the number of exhibitors accounting for 70.8%. Compared with the data of 2014, there
is no big change in the ranking of top ten target countries, except that Indonesia is pushed out by Italy. Six out of
the top ten countries are emerging markets, whose exhibition projects account for 33.9% of the total throughout the
year, decreasing by 4.9% over the previous year, total exhibition area accounts for 28.1%, decreasing by 9.4% and
exhibitors account for 30% of the total, reducing by 5.1%.

In general, exhibitions in emerging market countries in 2015 are not as good as expected. In addition to economic
factors mentioned previously, the exploitation of emerging markets is also faced with other challenges, such as trade
protectionism in various forms, lack of authoritative information on market and policies and unregulated market, e.g.,

grey custom clearance. Chinese enterprises should make more sufficient preparations for future exhibitions.

Section III. Exhibitions of traditional industries extend further

The structure of overseas exhibition industry in 2015 presents no big change compared with that in 2014, with
exhibitions of traditional industries still prevailing in quantity and achieving further development. From the
perspective of quantity of projects, comprehensive exhibitions present the largest proportion of the total, accounting
for 24.8%. Among 20 categories of specialized exhibitions, the number of exhibitions of machinery ranks the first,
accounting for 11.8%, followed by exhibitions of textile and leather products (8.6%), food and agricultural products
(5.8%), building and decoration (5.7%), transportation and logistics (5.2%), energy and minerals (4.0%), hardware
tools (4.0%), etc. (see Fig.3).

Exhibitions of machinery. Exhibition projects have been distributed mainly in Asia, Latin America and Caribbean

area, Eastern Europe and Russia. The number of projects increases by 13.1% over the previous year, with its

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Exhibitions of food and agricultural products. Exhibition projects have been distributed mainly in Asia, Western
Europe, North America, Eastern Europe and Russia. Except for the number of projects decreasing by 6.9% and the

proportion of exhibitors declining by 1.3%, all other data items are basically the same as in 2014.

Section IV. Exhibition organizers are tending to centralize

By October 31st, 2015, 94 Chinese exhibition organizers in total have carried out overseas projects under the
approval of CCPIT (together with the Ministry of Commerce).

Seen from quantity of projects, across 2015, five exhibition organizers have implemented over 50 projects separately
and 428 totally, accounting for 30.8% of the total; their total exhibition area is over 180,000 m2, accounting for
28.3% of the total and the number of exhibitors is nearly 14,000, accounting for 29.6% of the total. Among them,
CMEC International Exhibition Co., Ltd. and China International Exhibition Center Group Corporation have carried
out 121 and 93 projects respectively, ranking the first two in the number of projects, closely followed by Great Wall
International Exhibition Co., Ltd., China Chamber of Commerce for Machinery and Electronic Products Import and
Export and CCPIT Machinery Sub-council. 20 exhibition organizers have implemented 20-50 projects separately,
including Zhejiang Sub-council of CCPIT, China Chamber of Commerce for Medicines and Health Products Import
and Export, Fujian Huiyuan International Commerce & Exhibition Co., Ltd., etc. In general, the top 25 exhibition
organizers with the largest quantity of projects account for 26.6% of all organizers and have organized 72.6% of the

overseas exhibitions in 2015. Exhibition organizes are tending to centralize (see Fig.4).

Section V. Self-organized brand exhibitions witness further increase in scale and
influence

In 2015, 29 Chinese organizers have held 94 individual trade exhibitions (self-organized ones) in 35 countries,
increasing by 19% over the previous year; total exhibition area is 139,000 m2, increasing by 2.3%; and the number

of exhibitors is nearly 9,000, rising by 5.3%.
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Geographically, 34% of projects are distributed in Asia, marking the second time that the proportion of projects in
Asia is less than 50% following 2014, followed by Latin America and Caribbean area (17%), West Europe (14.9%),
Eastern Europe and Russia (12.8%), Africa (10.6%), North America (5.3%) and Oceania (5.3%). Compared
with 2014, regions with higher proportion include in successive Western Europe (6% higher), Latin America and
Caribbean area (3% higher), Africa (3% higher), Eastern Europe and Russia (1.4% higher). North America has

suffered the largest decline in quantity of projects, an 11.2% decline, followed by Asia, a 5.2% decline, and Oceania,

a 2.8% decline (see Fig.5).

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Seen from the perspective of specialties, overseas
self-organized exhibitions in 2015 involve 12 ones,
three more than in 2014. Comprehensive exhibition
projects account for the largest proportion, which,
however, has decreased to 36.2%, a 10.6% decline,
closely followed by textile, apparel and leather
products (12.8%) and consumer goods (8.5%),
representing a 2.7% increase and a 2.9% decline
respectively. The year of 2015 has seen five
newly increased specialties, such as information
communication, building decoration, energy
and minerals, health care and hardware tools,
but absence of two specialties such as food and
agricultural products as well as chemicals (see
Fig.6).

Meanwhile, internationalization and specialization
of self-organized exhibitions are continuously
improved. China Furniture Brand Exhibition and
Industry Exhibition organized by CCPIT China
Huayang Trade Group Co., Ltd. in South Africa,
Poland and Brazil, “China-ASEAN (Thailand)
Commodity Fair” organized by China Foreign Trade
Centre (Group) in Bangkok, Thailand, “Chinese
Commodity Fair” organized by CCPIT Guangdong
in Mumbai, India, and China Textile & Apparel
Trade Show organized by Industry Sub-council of
CCPIT in Paris, France have achieved good trade
and brand effects, playing a vital role in exploring
the international market and enhancing international

competitiveness for enterprises.
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Section VI. Exhibitions in countries along the “One Belt and One Road” have
achieved initial success

By October 31st, 2015, 74 exhibition organizers have implemented 509 projects in 33 countries along the “One Belt
and One Road”, accounting for 36.8% of the total; total exhibition area is 229,000 m2, accounting for 35.8%; the
number of exhibitors is 16,000, accounting for 34.3% (see Fig.7).

professional exhibitions, exhibitions of machinery
and architectural ornament have the largest proportion, accounting for 13.4%, followed by building decoration (8.6%),
food and agricultural products (6.9%), transportation and logistics (5.1%), energy and minerals (4.3%) and textile &
apparel (3.9%) respectively.

Seen from the perspective of type of exhibitions, among the 509 exhibitions held in countries along the “One Belt
and One Road”, 468 ones are international fairs and 41 ones are individual exhibitions (self-organized ones). Self-
organized exhibitions with a large scale include “Chinese Commodity Fair” (6,000 m2) organized by CCPIT
Guangdong in Mumbai, India, China-ASEAN (Thailand) Commodity Fair (5,000 m2) organized by China Foreign
Trade Centre (Group) in Bangkok, Thailand, China (Moscow) Buildings, Machinery and Lifestyle Expo (4,644 m2)
organized by China Chamber of International Commerce in Russia, China (Turkey) Industry Fair (4,590 m2) and
China (Jordan) Industrial Brand Fair (7,632 m2) organized by China Huayang Trade Group Co., Ltd. in Turkey and

in Jordan respectively.
